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A JOURNEY OF ATHOUSAND MILES
BEGINS WITH A SINGLE STEP

When a call came to our center on September 17, it
contained an out of the ordinary request. For on this day,
we were contacted by an individual (who for the sake of
this story, we'll call Karen) wanting to adopt Ivan, a dog she
had seen online. However, Karen was living in Georgia and
wanted to adopt a senior dog that was being held by the
Department of Animal Services - in Riverside. Ivan had
been there since late July and
was sad, lonely and scared. While
we were up for a challenge and
certainly interested in helping out
a dog in need, we weren't quite
sure how we could logistically
accomplish this.

After a conversation discussing
details, a team from MSRPAC
brought Ivan to our center the
very next day. At our facility,

Ivan received the medical care
he needed, which included
stitching a small cut above his left
eye. He was also neutered and
micro-chipped. Additionally, like
all of our resident dogs, Ivan was
socialized by staff and volunteers
and was taken on regular walks.

It took a little while, but lvan
started to feel a bit more comfortable and confident, and
we noticed that his tail was resting higher and he often had
a small trot in his stride.

Fast forward to October 3rd when Ivan was ready to meet
Karen at Los Angeles International Airport to begin his
Journey to Atlanta, Georgia. Staff from the Pet Adoption
Center drove to the airport on that dreary Wednesday
morning, hoping that the meeting between Ivan and his
new mom would go well. So, there they waited, two staff

members and Ivan anxiously looking for Karen. The scene
that played out next was truly heartwarming. She appeared
- Karen approached all of us and immediately knelt down
to the floor in order to meet Ivan. As she gently stroked

his fur, and lvan sniffed and smelled this new person, a
few tears streamed down Karen’s face. You see, Karen was
still recovering from the loss of her dog in June, and had
not even pet another dog since
that loss. It was clear that Karen
would be the best dog mom for
lvan and provide him with all that
he needed. And, it seemed as if
lvan was quickly warming up to
Karen. lvan’s adoption was done
right there - on the floor of the
American Airline departure
terminal. Staff then assisted in
getting lvan and Karen checked
in, and it was time to leave.
lvan’s eye was healing, he had
his health certificate in hand
(er, in paw), he had been freshly
bathed, newly adopted, and was
cleared for takeoff.

lvan safely made it to his new
home, Karen’s home, in Georgja.
We were happy to receive some
pictures the next day, which clearly showed how much Ivan
was enjoying his new surroundings and how he was already
bonding with his new mom.

We are very appreciative of the assistance we received from
the Riverside Department of Animal Services. We are truly
thankful for Karen and her interest in rescuing Ivan. It was
amazing to play a part in this long distance adoption, while
witnessing the start of a fur-ever happy ending and the
healing of two hearts.
